1984 Project
Over the past two weeks, while reading a work of fiction of great relevance to the study of history, we have compared the book to several events and people. For this project you will integrate the ideas, events, and, possibly, the people from one of the five events (Mao’s Cultural Revolution, Stalinist Soviet Union, America’s Red Scare, Cambodia’s Khmer Rouge, Contemporary 1984) into a fictional book. The story should serve to symbolize life in one of these environments.  The story’s must be a work of fiction but reflective of the aforementioned eras. In addition to the writing you will be required to include art that corresponds with the story’s concepts. The art can take a variety of forms from drawing, pastels, collage, painting, charcoal, sewing, etc. It is of the utmost importance that you attempt to think creatively and break away from the standard, often too common, presentations.

Specifics:
· Choose a topic

· Brainstorm ideas

· Develop a story board

· Write story (1-2 pages)

· Make book

· Make art work

· Put entire piece together

Instructions for this project are purposefully minimal for I believe instructions can often constrain one’s thinking. Although in class we will look at stellar, and not so stellar, examples, you are encouraged to think on your own, in the spirit of Winston.

	Content
	The story demonstrates that the student has put effort into brainstorming, drafting, and editing. The student has taken great care in producing a story that reflects the concepts of their chosen topic. It is clear the write understands the deeper ideas of 1984.


	The student’s story shows some evidence of using pre-writing strategies. The story generally reflects the concepts of the chosen topic. There is minimal evidence of understanding the deeper ideas of 1984.

	The story shows very little evidence of pre-writing strategies. The story has minimal correlation to one of the topics or ideas of 1984.



	Presentation

	The presentation demonstrates great thought and impeccable application. The book is put together in a neat, if applicable, manner. Time and effort and demonstrate throughout the artwork. The artwork is appropriate to the  writing and ideas.
	The presentation demonstrates some thought. The book is mostly neat. The art work is appropriate to the writing and ideas.
	The presentation demonstrates little thought. The book is sloppy and artwork minimal.



	Creativity
	The writer uses original ideas to develop a story that is a collaboration between art and writing. The visual and written ideas explore the ideas of the topic is an intense and thorough manner forcing readers to contemplate the  greater significance of the issues.


	The writer uses some original ideas throughout the story. The  visual and written ideas only touch the surface of the topic 


	The ideas are not original and the written and visual ideas show little thought or effort 



	Narration and Detail

	The story is full of detail that makes it very readable. The narration in the story is consistent and makes the story engaging and enjoyable.


	The story contains detail that, for the most part, is useful. The narration in the story contains some inconsistencies.


	The story has very limited detail or far too much detail. The narration is inconsistent and severely affects the story’s readability.  
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
