Your Imagined Land
Over the course of the past week we have studied the 5 themes of geography. Starting today you use those themes to create your ideal land. You will development a detailed, beautiful pamphlet that describes such things as the location, physical land, people, human-environment interaction, movement, and region of your land. The project allows you to create a piece of land exactly as you dream of. The more creative you make your land, the better. Try to think of interesting ideas and do not feel bound to reality.

The project includes several different sections and we will work on the project for about 1 week. You will be expected to spend the entire class time focused on the project and will have to complete sections of the project each night. 

Over the course of the project you will be:

1. Labeled world map that includes the location of your land

2. Developing a detailed map of your land

3. Answering several questions that will help write up paragraphs

4. Write up paragraphs on the location, physical land, people, human-environment interaction, movement, and region of your land

5. Drawing pictures and gathering images

6. Putting everything neatly together in a colorful packet.

7. Share your land with the class

This is an activity where you get to express your interests and hopes. Do not shy away from embracing who you are and letting your land reflect this. It is essential that you keep up with the project and complete each step as presented. This is your first project. Projects are the essential part of the course so it is vital to put forth the time and effort. Please do not hesitate to ask me for help or assistance. Remember, the sole reason that I am here in this building is to provide you with help. Please ask for it as much as possible. 

Your Land and the 5 Themes of Geography

v. Sentence 5: A general sentence on movement

vi. Sentence 6: A general sentence on HEI

vii. Sentence 7: Last sentence wraps it all together and does not introduce new information

3. 3 points – World Map

a. Should be colorful and neat and include:

i. Key

ii. Compass

iii. Labeled: 7 continents, 4 oceans, equator, prime meridian

iv. Location of you land with the latitude and longitude

4. 15 points – Map of your land

a. The map of your land should reflect much of the information discussed in your paragraphs

b. The map should include the latitude and longitude, a key and a scale

c. The map should demonstrate extensive time, effort and thought

5. 10 points – Location paragraph

a. Should follow appropriate format with topic and concluding sentences

b. It should also answer the following questions

i. What is the absolute location?

ii. What is to the land’s north, south, east, west?

iii. What is the closest continent? country? body of water?

6. 10 points – Physical Description paragraph

a. Should follow appropriate format with topic and concluding sentences

b. It should also answer the following questions:

i. What are the seasons?

ii. What are the temperatures?

iii. What is the weather like?

iv. What is the land like?

v. What kinds of animals live on the land?

7. 10 points – Culture paragraph

a. Should follow appropriate format with topic and concluding sentences

b. It should also answer the following questions:

i. What language do people speak?

ii. What foods to people eat?

iii. What principles do people follow?

iv. What are common hobbies?

v. What are popular holidays and traditions?

8. 10 points – Movement paragraph

a. Should follow appropriate format with topic and concluding sentences

b. It should also answer the following questions:

i. How do people, ideas and goods move within your land and to and from your land?

9. 10 points – Human-Environment Interaction paragraph

a. Should follow appropriate format with topic and concluding sentences

b. It should also answer the following questions:

i. How do people impact the environment?

ii. How does the environment impact the way people live?
