Map 
To gain a better understanding of Africa you will work individually or with a partner to create an elaborate, large-scale map that represents essential information concerning the region. Each group is assigned one of the following African regions: Southern Africa, Savanna, Ethiopian Highlands, Sahel, Swahili, Sahara, Rainforst or Great Lakes Region. 

Each group will answer a set of questions utilizing a reading packet on the assigned region and through additional research from books, texts and/or the internet. Once you have answered the questions, have them check with the teacher, and then begin developing a map or digital presentation. 

The Map:
The map will provide a bird’s eye view of the region using a large piece of poster-board or you may create a presentation using Power point. The map should include the following:

· (30 points) Detailed outline of the region
· Countries and capitals
· 3 largest cities (Besides the capitals)
· Borders between countries
· 3 largest rivers
· 3 largest mountains

· 3 national forests

· 3 largest lakes

· Any other significant geographic features
· (5 points)Using various images show, in the appropriate location:
· The physical geography of the region – Mountains, rivers, deserts, rainforests, urban centers
· The vegetation, animals and food stuff grown in the region
· (5 points)Additionally, the map should reflect aspects of the traditions, folklore, music and ceremonies of the region.
· This should be done in a creative manner and reflect the culture and diversity of various parts of the region

· (30 points) 6 Paragraphs

· You should choose 6 topics from your research and write paragraphs on each of those topics.

· Food

· Music

· Folklore

· Wildlife

· Physical Geography

· Traditions

· History

· Tribes

· Language

· Etc.
· (25 points) Overall, the map should be:
· Creative
· Colorful
· Neat
· Accurate
· Reflective of knowledge and research

· (5 points) Presentation
