China Project
Historic Timeline

Over the last two weeks we have studied China and gained a basic understanding of its recent history. Working individually you will create a detailed timeline of China. The timeline will start in 1910 and end in 1980.

The timeline will consist of 15 events. You will use an online program or PowerPoint to display the program. Some of the directions that follow are specifically for those who cannot use a computer program.
All 15 events should be in chronological order meaning that the earliest date should be first and follow sequentially to the event that took place last. You should provide as specific a date as possible. If the information is available provide the exact date. If not, provide just the year. 

For each event you should provide 3-4 sentences that describe what the event is and the importance of the event. The sentences MUST be in YOUR OWN WORDS.

Your timeline should also contain a minimum of photographs or images that are related to each event on the timeline. You will have to cite where you get each photograph.
Depending on your access to computers you have the option of creating the timeline through one of the following sites

The timeline should have a title, be neat, colorful and historically accurate.

Steps:

1. ________ -  Look through textbook, class handouts and movie questions and pick out appropriate dates and corresponding events(Day 1)

2. ________ - Make a rough timeline that lists the 15 events in chronological order with the description of the event and its importance  (Day 1-2)

3. ________ -  In the computer lab you should search for at least 15 images related to at the events that will be listed on your timeline – You should go to www.google.com and click on “images” then type in the name or event that you are looking for (Day 3)

4. ________ - In the computer lab you should type up the events (use bold type and font size 16 – only if you are not using a computer program) and the description and its importance (use font size 14 and do not use bold) (Day 3)

5. ________ - Using a long piece of paper create your timeline (Day 4-5)

a. use a meter stick to draw a straight line  (if not using program)
b. put the first (1910) and last (1980) at the start and end of the line

c. you should mark off 1920, 1930, 1940, 1950, 1960, and 1970 equally spaced apart

d. now you will insert your exact dates, the events and descriptions in the appropriate spot on the timeline

e. paste on or draw images in appropriate locations

f. lastly put a title on your timeline
