China

· Instituted Cultural revolution 1966-76 – June 1966 close all schools and universities closed for 6 months to create a new system of education based on Mao’s ideas

· Mao believed that constant revolutionary zeal, a permanent revolution could help the country become classless, or maybe he just thought that was the proper environment for him to have a strong hold on power

· Mao’s Little red Book seen as most important source knowledge

· Red Guard set out to eliminate the 4 olds

· Old ideas, old culture, old customs, and old habits

· Destroy temples, foreign books, records, tore down old street signs and replace with signs that had revolutionary names

· In shanghai change traffic lights so red meant go

· Red guard broke fingers of a pianist for playing Chopin, 19th century European composer

Pol Pot 

· Have student fill out questions for work in Khmer Rouge Party

· Informing on one’s family and friends was required behavior in the Khmer Rouge movement.

· Info

· radical Khmer Rouge movement controlled the government of Cambodia from 1975 to 1979. Under Pol Pot's totalitarian regime, about 1.7 million Cambodians were killed and Cambodia fell into economic ruin
· Khmer (ethnic Cambodian)
· After eight years of guerrilla warfare, Pol Pot's Khmer Rouge movement took over the Cambodian government in 1975. 
· Pol Pot cut Cambodia off from the world.
·  He banned foreign and minority languages
· attacked the neighboring countries of Laos, Vietnam, and Thailand in an attempt to regain ancient "lost territory."
· Seeking to restore the "purity" of the Khmer race (the ethnic majority in Cambodia), Pol Pot eliminated foreign-educated people (with the exception of his Paris group) and non-Khmers living in Cambodia, especially the Vietnamese. 
· An atheist, Pol Pot suppressed Cambodia's Buddhist religion:
· temples and artifacts, including statues of Buddha, were destroyed
· people praying or expressing other religious sentiments were often killed
· In an effort to rebuild the powerful, agriculture-based economy of the medieval Ângkôr kingdom, the government emptied the cities through mass evacuations and sent people to the countryside.
· Cambodians were overworked and underfed on collective farms, often succumbing to disease or starvation as a result. 
· Spouses were separated and family meals prohibited in order to steer loyalties toward the state instead of the family. 
About 1.7 million Cambodians, or about 20 percent of the population, were worked, starved, or beaten to death under Pol Pot's regime.

· Cold War at Home

6/21/46 - Attorney General Tom Clark said that the United States had become a target of “a sinister and deep-seated plot on the part of Communists, ideologists, and a small group  of radicals” to capture unions, cause strikes, and prevent lawful authorities from maintaining order.

· Militarization of the U.S.

· Before World War II - federal work force 900,000 employees (10% in security work)

· At end of WWII - government employee 4 million employees  (75% in national security agencies)

· 1947 National Security Act - War Department and Navy Department joined to form the Department of Defense, National Security Council created to coordinated the military services and advised the president.

· CIA established as an independent agency

· Loyalty Programs

· 3/21/47 - Federal Employee Loyalty Program barred members of the Communist party - as well as Fascists and anyone else guilty of “suspect association” - from federal employment - Later amendments added homosexuals as potential security risks because they may succumb to blackmail

· Local Govts enacted loyalty programs and required state and city employees, including teachers, to sign loyalty oaths

· Roughly 10,000 people fired as a result of loyalty programs

· Attorney General Clark published list of hundreds of potentially subversive organizations selected as holding views “hostile or inimical to the American form of government.” This could make an organization liable for investigation and prosecution.

· Effectively outlawed many political and social organizations

· list included church, civil rights, and musical groups, and even summer camps

· Fraternal and cultural institutions, most popular among aging European immigrants, were the largest groups destroyed

· 1950, over Truman’s veto, congress pass Internal Security Act requiring Communist organizations to register with the government and authorized the arrest of suspect persons during a national emergency

· 1952, over Truman veto, congress pass Immigration and Nationality Act barring people deemed “subversive” or “homosexual” from becoming citizens or visiting the U.S.  Gave attorney general power to deport immigrants who were members of Communist organizations, even if they were citizens. Terminated in 1973

· Red Scare in Hollywood

· 1944 - Democratic representative Martin Dies of Texas stated “Hollywood is the greatest source of revenue in this nation for the Communists and other subversive groups. . . . 2 elements stand out . . . the making of pictures which extol (praise) foreign ideology - propaganda for a cause which seeks to spread its ideas to our people, and the “leftists” or radical screenwriters. . . . In my opinion, motion picture executives will do well to halt the propaganda pictures and eliminate every writer who has un-American ideas”

· 1945 - House Un-American Activities Committee - challenged many actors and writers

· 1947 - studios announced that no writer, actor, technician who refused to denounce communism would be employed again

· Committee intimidated many who desperately feared the l loss of their careers into naming suspect former friends and co-workers in order to be cleared for future work in Hollywood

· Hiss - Chambers

· Chambers, Time Magazine editor and former communist, confessed to spying for the Soviet Union during the 1930s

· Chambers say that Alger Hiss, former employee of State Department, presidential adviser to Roosevelt, and at the time president of the powerful Carnegie Endowment for International Peace had been a communist spy while working in State Dept.

· Hiss deny charges

· Chambers claim that hidden away in a pumpkin patch near his farm were microfilms of secret documents passed to him by Hiss

· Statute of limitations for espionage precluded a charge of treason, so court convicted Hiss January 1950 of perjury 5 years in prison

· Hiss continued to claim his innocence

· Ethel and Julius Rosenberg

· accused of stealing and conveying to Soviet agents the secret of the atomic bomb

· March 1951 jury found them guilty of conspiring to commit espionage

· 6/19/53 executed

· Always claim their innocence

· McCarthyism

· 2/9/50 - Republican senator of Wisconsin Joseph McCarthy charged that more than 200 Communists worked in the State Department (refuse to name names)

· Investigations reveal no Communists in the State Department

· Targeted often groups without political clout such as Jews and Blacks, women groups and homosexual organizations

· HUAC publish pamphlet quoting a Columbia professor as saying that “girls schools and women’s colleges contain some of the most loyal disciples of Russia . . . often frustrated females.”

· Early 1950s federal government fired up to 60 homosexual a month

· McCarthy showed the press a blatantly doctored photo of Democratic Senator Millard Tydings of Maryland talking with Soviet leaders, helping to defeat Tydings reelection in 1950
