Israeli-Palestinian Conflict – 2011

Summit

Over the last two weeks you have studied and researched the origins and developments in the history of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. The conflict has erupted in varying degrees of intensity and violence for more than sixty years. The issues are complex and the search for peace often appears impossible. Amidst the confusion and constant warfare you will attempt to solve the problem plaguing the Israel-Palestinian land.

You will use your knowledge to develop a peace plan for the region and present your plan at a mock summit. You will be assessed on the completion and thoroughness of the activities, the clarity, historical strength, specific support and evidence of your peace proposal, and your participation in the summit. 

You will be assigned to one of three groups:

1. The Israelis

2. The Palestinians

3. Third Parties: the United States, Russia, China, Saudi Arabia, Iran, Syria, Great Britain 

For the Israelis and Palestinians, your peace proposal should reflect the views of your country and consider the various factions within your country. For the Third Parties, your peace proposals should reflect your government’s opinions.

Major Issues you must consider:

1. Israeli settlements in the West Bank

2. Jerusalem

3. The Wall

4. Israeli military presence in the West Bank and Gaza

5. Right to return

6. Current conflicts presently impacting the Middle East

7. Declarations, International Agreements, Treaties, United Nations Resolutions, and United Nation established International Law

8. Historical successes and failures

4. Provide a primary source quote supports this explanation

5. Cite the quote properly

​​​​​_______ Step 4: Create a peace proposal for the Israeli-Palestinian conflict
· You will develop a 7 step plan to bring peace

· For each step 

· Explain what the step is

· Explain why the step is in the placed in the chronological order that you placed it

· Explain what is necessary for the step to be successful

· Explain what possible risks there are to the step being successful

· This should refer to risks amongst your nation’s people and outside your country

· Each step must

· Reference specific events, people, and issues throughout the conflict

· Use of historical information and events to use as support for your argument

· Use of specific data to explain the validity of your peace proposal (for example, you might state how Palestinians live in the West Bank)

· Consideration for different perspectives 

· Clear writing

· Demonstration of an understanding of the conflict

_______Step 5:A map of Israel/Palestine and its borders – the map should show how land will be divided up (if it will be divided up at all)

_______ Step 6: Share and Improve
1. Each person will share with those in representing their nation
2. Each person should argue on behalf of their peace proposal
3. The group should develop what the best 7 step proposal should be
a. This should borrow from the different ideas
b. This should improve different ideas
c. Group member should complete additional research
4. The group should figure out what they are willing to compromise on
5. The group should put together a final map
______ Step 7: Preparation

· Using the ideas written in your peace proposal prepare a casebook that contains:

· An opening statement that briefly explains your peace proposal (1-2 minutes)

· Very Brief overview of each of the 7 steps

· In detail: 7 major steps that you will make during the summit in an effort to persuade the others at the summit that your proposal will be the most beneficial

· The steps should include:

· What will actually take place?
· Why this is a necessary step?
· What are the historical events that are related to this step? Explain
· What are the hopeful positive results of this step?

· What are possible negative consequences?

· How will these negative consequences be avoided?

· What, if any, compromises are you willing to make regarding this step?

· You must cite specific data, or quotes, that are used to help explain this step

· After each step, include all necessary evidence and material associated with it.

· Responses to other team’s 7 steps

· All notes compiled during the summit

· Bibliography that contains all locations of the information you researched

· Figure out who will be presenting what information during the summit

· Practice

· Create large scale map(s) that detail the steps

· Locate/create any necessary visuals

_______ Step 8: Israeli-Palestinian Summit 

· The summit will be organized as follows

· The night before the summit each team will read the Brief (an overview of each of the 7 steps) and explain their impressions of each step

· Each group will present an opening statement highlighting major ideas

· Each group will present their steps

· You must ask questions, debate, and argue with the points being made

· Once each group has presented their main points then the class will discuss the best solution and possibly create a new peace proposal – This is a negotiating process

· This will begin by each group providing a list of what they can and cannot budge on

· After reviewing a discussion will take place in an effort to reach a compromise

· Each team will put together a brief 7 step proposal based on these discussions

· The steps will be discussed and debated

· Entire class will put together a compromised 7 step peace proposal (If agreements can be met)

· Each summit delegate will vote (for a peace proposal to be accepted it must have over 50% of the votes)

It should be presented neatly with the entire compilation of the work completed for the Summit. This will be handed in after the completion of the Summit. Each participant has handed in relevant information that is properly categorized and organized in a logical manner. Separate sections must exist for, Title Page, Index, Opening Statement, 7 steps each followed by relevant evidence, Responses to other team’s 7 steps, Notes from Summit, Bibliography.

(Group) Throughout the preparation for the summit and during the summit the group works closely together, sharing responsibilities and cooperating in an effort to fulfill a common goal. The group should demonstrate consistent and effective communication between team members. Each day in class the entire group should meet to review essential information and goals. During the summit the entire group should reflect extensive planning and preparation and function as one organized unit.

Individual:

(Individual) Spent entire time allotted during class diligently studying, researching and preparing for summit by thoroughly fulfilling individual obligations, actively assisting team members and taking initiative

(Individual) Demonstrated, through daily checks and materials submitted in casebook, conducting extensive research and additional work for the team outside of class. This should include an abundance of notes on specific, relevant topics and people, locating and discovering useful and effective primary sources, detailed and specific questions, answers and additional notes in casebook, and the meticulous completion of assigned tasks and goals for each day leading up to the summit.
