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Industrial rev. and Impact

· Coal and steam replace wind and water as new sources of energy 

· New ways of organizing human labor as factories emerge

· Economy shift from farming and handcrafts to one of manufacturing with machines and industrial factories

· Move from countryside to cities work in new factories

· Railroads and steamboats

Ind. Rev in Great Britain

· Begin 1780s

· Increase in food production

· Feed more at cheaper prices allow people to spend money on manufactured goods

· Population grows create larger surplus of labor for new industries

The New Factories

· Factory owners want to use machines constantly – WHY?

· Peasants not used to new work schedule

· Owners new new work discipline – make men into machines

· Create detailed regulations

· Kids beat

· People began to become accustomed to new way of life

The Spread of Industrialization

· Spread to the rest of western Europe

· Governments encourage growth with technical schools, build roads, canals and railroads

The Social Impact of the Ind. Rev.

· Population growth

· Decline in death rates, increase food supply, less famine

· Growth of cities create pitiful living conditions

· New Social Classes: The Industrial Middle Class
· Capitalist: based on industrial production rather than trade

· Create bourgeois

· Industrial middle class try to separate themselves from working class

· Industrial Working Class

· Early Socialism

· Pitiful conditions in slums and factories create rise of socialism

· Utopian socialism- humans show natural goodness if they lived in cooperation
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New Age of Science

· Growing faith in science and technology caused by growing benefits gained from it

· Belief that the more technological advanced the better – bring happiness 

· Undermine religious faith

· Truth found in science

· Darwin: organic evolution – each plant + animal evolve from simpler and earlier forms of life

· Struggle for existence

· Natural selection
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Growth of Industrial Prosperity:

· After 1870 Europeans worship progress

· New world economy – Europe dominate the world economy

Organizing the Working Class

· Socialist parties emerge in strength after 1870

· 1848 manifesto – blame system of industrial capitalism fro the bad working conditions 

· class struggle: oppressor and oppressed stand in constant opposition 

· oppressors own the mean of productions and had the power to control government and society

· government was a tool of the ruling class

· those who depended on the owners of the means of production were the oppressed

· bourgeoisie were the oppressors and the proletariat were the oppressed

· believe that the working class have no nation and that all workers should unite but workers are often patriotic

· creation of trade unions

· almost 80% of Europe is part of the working class

· unskilled were largest part of working class
