George Orwell - Myths which are believed in tend to become true.
George Orwell - Who controls the past controls the future. Who controls the present controls the past.
George Orwell - Whoever is winning at the moment will always seem to be invincible.
Abraham Lincoln: How many legs does a dog have if you call the tail a leg? Four; calling a tail a leg doesn't make it a leg.
Andre Gide: Believe those who are seeking the truth; doubt those who find it.
Buddha: Believe nothing just because a so-called wise person said it. Believe nothing just because a belief is generally held. Believe nothing just because it is said in ancient books. Believe nothing just because it is said to be of divine origin. Believe nothing just because someone else believes it. Believe only what you yourself test and judge to be true. [paraphrased]
E. L. Doctorow: History is the present. That's why every generation writes it anew. But what most people think of as history is its end product, myth.
George Bernard Shaw: New opinions often appear first as jokes and fancies, then as blasphemies and treason, then as questions open to discussion, and finally as established truths.
Mark Twain: A historian who would convey the truth must lie. Often he must enlarge the truth by diameters, otherwise his reader would not be able to see it.
Plato: Poetry is nearer to vital truth than history
Richard Avedon: There is no such thing as inaccuracy in a photograph. All photographs are accurate. None of them is the truth.
