HATE: TODAY AND YESTERDAY

Using the knowledge you gained about the rise of Nazism and the Holocaust and its role in World War II you will compare and contrast it to a contemporary conflict.  You will be required to conduct outside research about a conflict that has afflicted a specific part of the world during the past 50 years.  Possible choices include, but are not limited to:

· China and Tibet

· East Timor and Indonesia

· Northern Ireland (Catholics vs. Protestants)

· Former Yugoslavia (Croatians, Serbians, and Bosnians)

· Hutus and Tutsis (African Tribes)

· 1971 Bangladesh

· Middle East (Arabs and Jews)

· Kurds in Turkey and Iraq

· South Africa Whites and Blacks
· The Darfur Conflict in Sudan

· Cambodia and the Khmer Rouge

It is not to be taken that any of these are the same as the rise of Nazism and the Holocaust.  Rather this project should demonstrate that the hate and inhumanity evident during the Holocaust can still be found today.  In addition, the project will hopefully make you and the entire class constantly vigilant and aware that horrors perpetrated during the Holocaust must be always remembered in an effort to avert any similar episodes. 

The Research Paper

· In the essay you are required to address the following in regards to the contemporary conflict:

1. What is the conflict?

2. Why is the conflict occurring?

3. Who is involved in the conflict?

· You are also required to choose 3 of the 5 topics below with which you will compare and contrast Nazism and the Holocaust with the contemporary conflict:

4. Role of nationalism

5. Leadership roles and styles

6. Role of racism and/or ethnic/religious persecution

7. Use and effectiveness of propaganda

8. World’s reaction to the conflict

For Extra Credit: 

You may earn up to 20 extra points by creating a collage of photographs, art, words, and/or news articles that intertwine the major issues of the Holocaust and your contemporary topic.  IF YOU FAIL THE PAPER THE COLLAGE POINTS WILL NOT, NOT, BE APPLIED TO YOUR PAPER. Rather, you will earn two 10/10 on homeworks. The collage is a piece of artwork that seeks to express your feelings about the Holocaust and the contemporary conflict you have chosen to research.  You should put extensive thought and care into this art. It can include, amongst any other ideas

The Paper: 

The paper should be 6+ pages in length and discuss the similarities and differences between your topic and the Holocaust.  YOU MUST CONTACT ME IF YOU ARE HAVING ANY PROBLEMS FINDING INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR TOPIC.  The following is the format you should follow:

· Introduction – 1 paragraph

· Introduce the relevance of your topic and its connection to the Holocaust 2-3 sentences

· 1-2 sentences on each specific similarity and difference

· Thesis: How is your topic similar and different to the Holocaust – 1-2 strong sentences that ends the introduction paragraph and emphasizes the one main theme/argument of your piece

· Background – 2-4 paragraph

· Detailed historical analysis of the history leading up to the conflict

· Should allow the reader to understand the origins of the tension, what groups are involved, and the roots of the conflict
· Comparison #1 – 3-5 paragraph

· Transition from background

· Detail the specific topic with a focus on Nazis or your chosen conflict

· You must use and cite primary source evidence in order to bolster and prove your point

· Detail the specific topic with a focus on the other conflict

· You must use and cite primary source evidence in order to prove your point

· Directly compare similarities and/or differences between the 2 conflicts

· Use evidence as necessary

· Tie together this section

· Comparison #2 – 3-5 paragraph(s)

· Same format as below comparison #1

· Comparison #3 – 3-5 paragraph(s)

· Same format as below comparison #1

· Conclusion – 1 paragraph

· Reemphasize major points and argument of paper

· Explain the greater relevance of studying the these topics

· End with a strong sentence that is thought provoking and ties together the entire paper

· The paper should cite information using endnotes – refer to class web site for information
