As America has transformed immensely in the last 100-125 years, many of the same issues have maintained (or have been resurrected) their great importance.  In both, the early 1900s and early 2000s, America has experienced tremendous shifts within the country and how it interacts with the world. Some of the themes/issues, when comparing the 2 time periods, are strikingly similar. Others however, clearly reflect the great change over the past century. 

For this project you will develop a web site comparing and contrasting a singular issue. Using an online web develop program (I will give instructions for some programs, but you are free to use another program if you wish) you will develop a multimedia page that provides a variety of information about your topic.

· Power/Influence of Big Business
· Immigration and the Perspective/Treatment of Immigrants
· Female Equality
· Voting Inequities
· Promotion of Patriotism/Curtailment of Dissent
Research:
First your group will have to research your topic:

1. 2 Timelines From Each Period:

a. Find 10 most important events related to your topic

b. Put the events in chronological order with as precise date as is available

c. For each event write 2-3 sentences explaining what the event was

d. For each event find an image that corresponds with the event

2. People for Each Period:

a. Find the 4 most important people related to your topic from each time period
b. Write a paragraph on each person and include

i. Where are they from

ii. Birth and death

iii. Accomplishments

iv. Relevance and impact related to the topic

c. Find a photograph for each person

d. 2 important quotes by each person

e. Find audio and/or video of each person

3. Images and Video:

a. Find 20+ still images related to the topic

b. For each image write a caption explaining the image

c. 3-5 videos with coverage of the topic

4. Primary Source Documents From Each Time Period

a. Find 4 important primary source documents related to your topic from each time period
b. For each document answer the following:

i. Who wrote it?

ii. When was it written?

iii. What type of document? (letter, speech, article, etc.)

iv. Who is the author’s audience?

v. What is the author’s objective?

vi. Why is it an important document?

5. Compare/Contrast Significant Laws/Attitudes/Events/Issues
a. Decide on the 4 most important Laws/Attitudes/Events/Issues of your topic

b. Explain in detail

i. What it is? How is it similar/different in the different eras?
ii. What caused it? How is it similar/different in the different eras?
iii. What was its effect? How is it similar/different in the different eras?
iv. How did people respond? How is it similar/different in the different eras?
v. What were its long term impact? How is it similar/different in the different eras?
6. Annotated Bibliography

a. Decide on the 10 best websites on your subject (These should be divided in their era focus)
b. For each site write a brief paragraph that includes

i. A description of the sites content

ii. An explanation about what is good about the site

iii. An explanation about what the site lacks (if applicable)

iv. Format: Web site Title (should serve as a link): i-iii

Website Requirements: You should include all the content researched. The information should be interactive with links to outside sites or related pages within your site. The site should be easy to navigate. You should be sure to utilize the insert function to include slideshows, presentations, images, etc.

7. Possible other pages

a. If you have additional video, audio, or any other content that has not been included in the other pages then you can create additional pages to share that information
