For your project you will be using the Photo Story. Through this program you will be creating a slide show of photographs accompanied by audio commentary. You will be locating images related to your topic. Then, using your research, you will record a narration, describing your topic and the corresponding photographs.
Requirements and steps:
1. Research:

a. Although the questions you address will vary depending on your issue, you should take note on the following questions:
i. Who is involved?

ii. What is at issue? What took place?

iii. Develop a chronological overview of the topic

iv. What is the significance?

v. What was the impact?
vi. How did it develop?

vii. When did it happen?

viii. Why did it happen?
ix. If you have a person, be sure to find perspectives of that person that are supportive and those that are critical
b. Find  a minimum of 5 essential documents to understanding your document
i. These must be primary sources

ii. AND specifically address vital issues related to your topic and the American-Vietnam War

c. Locating Images
i. You search for images should include books, old magazines if applicable, photos from veterans, internet sources

ii. You should try to locate upwards of 40 photographs; although you may not use all these photo they will provide a pool of high quality images.
2. Creating a Narrative

a. Using your research and photograph collection you will begin to construct a story board
i. The storyboard will serve to organize your information and allow you to align your written content with your visual content.

ii. In each story board box you should:

1. State the 1-2 images that will be in that box

2. Outline the major information that will be discussed when viewers are observing that slide

3. For at least 5 of the slides you will have to include a brief primary source that is related to the content and photo being addressed on that slide – You should intertwine a short quote from a primary source to help explain or emphasize the issue being addressed

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iii. You should have 15+ boxes/slides
3. Creating the Photo Story
a. With your story board complete you should figure out exactly what you will say on each slide

b. Your commentary should provide historical insight and reflect on the photograph(s)

c. Insert your photographs

d. Include your audio commentary

e. The total time should be 5+ minutes
Assessment and Evaluation

Verbal Content

1. Research: Your oral commentary throughout the slides provides an abundance of specific, accurate information. The information must provide the viewer with a strong background on the topic addressing the who, what, where, when, why, and how of the issue. And the commentary should demonstrate a thorough understanding of all the issues surrounding your topic:  
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2. Primary Sources: Oral commentary includes 5 primary source quotes that are relevant to the topic and photographs. The quote should powerfully convey and express a message from the Voice Thread creator:

3. Images: The images should be carefully chosen. The images should be directly related to your topic. Each image should be appropriate for each slide’s commentary. The images should powerfully express the ideas the creator is attempting to convey:

4. Photo Story: Your Photo Story presentation should demonstrate practice and familiarity with the program. The slides should flow seamlessly from one to another. You should use your voice effectively, speaking with emotion and engaging the listener. The overall combination of images, voice, and content should provide the viewer with a strong sense of the topic. It should be clear and develop a interest to learn more:
